Directions to Tralee from Dublin/ Limerick/ Galway/ Cork  
 
From Dublin/ Limerick:  

o Follow the N7 to Limerick.  

o At the first roundabout when entering Limerick take 2nd exit onto the Limerick 

by pass following the sign for Cork/ Killarney.  

o At roundabout take the 1st exit onto the N20/ N21 (signposted Cork, Tralee) 

o Continue along the N21 through Adare, NewcastleWest, Abbeyfeale and into 

Castleisland. 

o Continue through Castleisland following the N21 (signposted Tralee). 

o Upon entering Tralee take 2nd exit (straight through) the first roundabout you 

approach. *This roundabout is distinctive as it has a large statue of footballers 

in its centre. 

 

o Follow the directions below depending on whether you are going to 

Fels Point Hotel or directly to I.T. Tralee for the conference. 

o If you are travelling to Fels Point Hotel, at the next roundabout (after 

McDonalds) take the 1st exit (left), then at the next roundabout you approach 

take the 2nd exit (straight through; signposted Town Centre/ An Daingean). 

o The entrance to Fels Point hotel is at the next roundabout you approach and is 

the first exit (signposted local traffic).* You will see the hotel in the distance 

on the left. 

 

o If you are travelling directly to the conference, at the next roundabout (after 

McDonalds) take the 2nd exit (straight through; signposted N21/ Town Centre) 

and again at the following roundabout take the 2nd exit (straight through).  

o At the next roundabout, take the 3rd exit (right; signposted Clash Industrial 

Estate/ Institute of Technology Tralee) and proceed on that road for 

approximately 1 mile.  



THRIC 2008 

o At the next roundabout take the 2nd exit (straight through; signposted Institute 

of Technology) and take a left turn then almost immediately. This road curves 

uphill first right and then left and you will see the Institute of Technology 

(North Campus) signposted.  

o Turn right into I.T Tralee and proceed up to the roundabout. Take the 2nd exit 

(right) at the roundabout and follow the signs for parking etc. The THRI 

conference is taking place in the Sólas building. 

 

 

From Galway:  

o Follow the N18 from Galway to Limerick.  

o Continue through Limerick following signs for N20/N21 (Cork/ Tralee). 

o Continue along the N21 through Adare, NewcastleWest, Abbeyfeale and into 

Castleisland. 

o Continue through Castleisland following the N21 (signposted Tralee). 

o Upon entering Tralee take 2nd exit (straight through) the first roundabout you 

approach. *This roundabout is distinctive as it has a large statue of footballers 

in its centre. 

 

o Follow the directions below depending on whether you are going to 

Fels Point Hotel or directly to I.T. Tralee for the conference. 

o If you are travelling to Fels Point Hotel, at the next roundabout (after 

McDonalds) take the 1st exit (left), then at the next roundabout you approach 

take the 2nd exit (straight through; signposted Town Centre/ An Daingean). 

o The entrance to Fels Point hotel is at the next roundabout you approach and is 

the first exit (signposted local traffic).* You will see the hotel in the distance 

on the left.

o At the next roundabout, take the 3rd exit (right; signposted Clash Industrial 

Estate/ Institute of Technology Tralee) and proceed on that road for 

approximately 1 mile.  
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o At the next roundabout take the 2nd exit (straight through; signposted Institute 

of Technology) and take a left turn then almost immediately. This road curves 

uphill first right and then left and you will see the Institute of Technology 

(North Campus) signposted.  

o Turn right into I.T Tralee and proceed up to the roundabout. Take the 2nd exit 

(right) at the roundabout and follow the signs for parking etc. The THRI 

conference is taking place in the Sólas building. 

 

From Cork 
 

o Follow the N22 to Tralee via Macroom and Killarney 

o Leave Killarney on the N22 following the signs for Tralee. 

o Continue through Farranfore Village 

o Continue along the N22 and you will reach a roundabout, where you will take 

the 1st exit (left) onto the N21 (signposted Tralee) 

o Upon entering Tralee take 2nd exit (straight through) the first roundabout you 

approach. *This roundabout is distinctive as it has a large statue of footballers 

in its centre. 

 

o Follow the directions below depending on whether you are going to 

Fels Point Hotel or directly to I.T. Tralee for the conference. 

o If you are travelling to Fels Point Hotel, at the next roundabout (after 

McDonalds) take the 1st exit (left), then at the next roundabout you approach 

take the 2nd exit (straight through; signposted Town Centre/ An Daingean). 

o The entrance to Fels Point hotel is at the next roundabout you approach and is 

the first exit (signposted local traffic).* You will see the hotel in the distance 

on the left.

o Turn right into I.T Tralee and proceed up to the roundabout. Take the 2nd exit 

(right) at the roundabout and follow the signs for parking etc. The THRI 

conference is taking place in the Sólas building. 

 

Directions from Fels Point Hotel to I.T. Tralee  

* Please note: A complimentary shuttle bus will operate from the hotel to I.T. 
Tralee, departing from outside the hotel at 8:15am on Tuesday 10th and 9:00am 
on Wednesday 11th. The bus will return to the hotel after the conference on 
both days. 
 

o Upon exiting Fels Point Hotel you will immediately come up to a roundabout. 

At this roundabout take the 3rd exit (signposted N22 Killarney).  

o At the next roundabout take the 2nd exit (straight through; signposted N22 

Killarney) and continue along this road for ½ a mile until you reach another 

roundabout.  

o At this roundabout take the first exit (left; signposted N21 Town Centre). 

o  At the next roundabout, take 2nd exit (straight through). 

o At the next roundabout, take the 3rd exit (right; signposted Clash Industrial 

Estate/ Institute of Technology Tralee) and proceed on that road for 

approximately 1 mile.  

o At the next roundabout take the 2nd exit (straight through; signposted Institute 

of Technology) and take a left turn then almost immediately. This road curves 

uphill first right and then left and you will see the Institute of Technology 

(North Campus) signposted.  

o Turn left into I.T Tralee and proceed up to the roundabout. Take the 2nd exit 

(right) at the roundabout and follow the signs for parking etc. The THRI 

conference is taking place in the Sólas building.
