MSc in Computing          
Applicants who hold the Marine Institute Bachelor of Technology at 2.2 level or higher are eligible for entry as follows:

• Software Development Stream: Applicants must hold Level 7 degree in Computing (Software Development);
• Information Technology Management Stream: Applicants must hold a Level 7 degree in Information 

Technology or equivalent.

MSc in Educational Technologies 
Applicants who hold the Marine Institute Bachelor of Technology at 2.2 level or higher are eligible for entry as follows:

• Industry Stream: Applicants must hold a Level 7 degree in Information Technology or equivalent;
• Educators/Others Stream: Applicants can hold a Level 7 degree in any discipline.

Entry Requirements
Graduates of technology programmes (e.g. Science, Computing, Engineering) accredited at Level 7 (Ordinary
Degree, National Diploma) on the Irish National Qualifications Framework are eligible for entry to the Bachelor of
Technology. IT, Tralee is working with the Marine Institute to offer its Bachelor of Technology as part of a
collaborative arrangement with the Memorial University Newfoundland. Graduates of the Bachelor of Technology can
progress to specific IT, Tralee Masters Programmes as follows:
